Southbound Edgewood Avenue Detour: Drivers headed south on Edgewood Avenue 

will be detoured right on Highway Avenue, left on Cassat Avenue and left on Lenox 

Avenue to reconnect with Edgewood Avenue.  

FDOT hired Superior Construction to complete this $174.5 million project in early 2025, 

weather and unforeseen circumstances permitting.
