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Overnight Detour of County Road 15A Planned for November 11

— As part of the First Coast Expressway project, a segment of
County Road 15A will close at 9 p.m. Thursday, November 11 and reopen by 5 a.m.
Friday, November 12 to allow for concrete bridge decks to be poured.

During the closure, motorists will be detoured approximately three miles via U.S. 17 and
Green Cove Avenue as shown in the map below.
